Just a Reminder: 
Time sheets can not be turned in until AFTER 
your final shift for the pay period has been com-
pleted. Also, please keep in mind that the pay-
check dated Dec. 10, 2010 will be the last pay-
check issued before the Christmas holiday. The 
next paycheck will be issued Dec. 29th  2010. 
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The Low Income Energy Assistance Program ( LIEAP) 
The Low Income Energy Assistance Program is a federally funded program. It helps eligible households 

pay a portion of their home energy cost by providing a one-time per year benefit. This assistance must be 
applied for each year during the application period which begins in January 2011. Both income and family 
guidelines must be met to receive this benefit. This one-time per year payment is sent to the energy pro-
vider. The family pays the reminder of their energy bill. 

 
Persons eligible: 

An adult living at the address must be personally responsible for purchasing heating cost incurred at the 
current residence. 

Applicants must demonstrate a recent history of payments toward  purchase of the primary heating fuel 
for their home. Each payment must be 10 %  of the applicant’s monthly gross income or $ 40.00 (whichever 
is less) for 2 out of 3 month prior to application. The combined gross income (before deductions) of all per-
sons living at the address may not exceed 130 % of the federal poverty level.

Woman sentenced 2 years for Medicaid fraud 
Attorney General Steve Six announced that an 

Emporia woman who was convicted of six counts of 
Medicaid fraud and obstruction was sentenced to 
60 days in jail and 24 month probation and ordered 
to pay $103,000 in restitution. 

Vivian Mundy ,of Emporia, was a provider of 
cognitive therapy to individuals suffering from trau-
matic brain injuries. She operated a business called 
Cognitive Care Connection, with offices in Emporia 
and Topeka. In March, an Emporia Jury found 
Mundy guilty of six counts of making a false claim to 
Medicaid and obstructing a Medicaid fraud investiga-
tion. 

“Unfortunately, there are individuals in this state 
who will try and take advantage of the vulnerable 
Kansas they are supposed to be caring for by de-
frauding Medicaid,” Six said. “ we will not tolerate 
abuse of the system, fraud or false claims at the ex-
pense of the Kansas Medicaid Program and Kan-
sans.” 

Concerns about billing at Mundy’s Cognitive 
Care Connection led to an 18-month investigation 
by the Kansas Attorney General’s Office. Record 
show, there were initially 21 cases in which Mundy 
was paid twice for services, but investigators found 
that 74 documents were changed. There were also 
more than 500 cases where Medicaid was billed for 
overlapping services and nearly 600 cases in which 
Medicaid was billed without allowing for travel time. 

“In these difficult budget times, it is important we 
give Kansans confidence that their tax dollars are not 
paying for fraudulent claims,” said Six. “The Attorney 
General’s Medicaid Fraud Kansas Division is dedicated 
to protecting by cracking down on this type of abuse.” 

Attorney General Six has made cracking down on 
Medicaid Fraud and abuse a top priority since taking 
office, resulting in over $17 million in recoveries on 
behalf of the state in fiscal year 2009. This is over $10 
million more than any other year in the history of the 
Attorney General’s office. Across all programs, for 
every Kansas tax dollar appropriated, the Attorney 
General’s office saves or recovers $5.48 for Kansas.
